A: OPERATIONAL REINFORCEMENT (KEY VERSE)
Mat 22:37  Jesus replied: "'Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.' 
Mat 22:38  This is the first and greatest commandment. 
Mat 22:39  And the second is like it: 'Love your neighbor as yourself.' 

What does this love do for us as Christians?
How about those in the world who are not ?

B: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (SUPPORT REINFORCEMENT VERSES)
LOGISTICAL
Joh 13:34  "A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. 
Joh 13:35  By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another." 

Jesus’ number 1 commandment, is designed to enhance our various ministry missions.
TRAINING
Mat 5:43  "You have heard that it was said, 'Love your neighbor and hate your enemy.' 
Mat 5:44  But I tell you: Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, 
Mar 12:32  "Well said, teacher," the man replied. "You are right in saying that God is one and there is no other but him. 
Mar 12:33  To love him with all your heart, with all your understanding and with all your strength, and to love your neighbor as yourself is more important than all burnt offerings and sacrifices." 
Wow, so traditional religion which teaches right on 1 hand & fight on the other has it backwards. Love is more important than ritual ceremony.
C: OPERATIONAL COMMAND 
OBJECTIVE
Luk 6:27  "But I tell you who hear me: Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, 
Luk 6:28  bless those who curse you, pray for those who mistreat you. 
Luk 6:29  If someone strikes you on one cheek, turn to him the other also. If someone takes your cloak, do not stop him from taking your tunic. 
Luk 6:30  Give to everyone who asks you, and if anyone takes what belongs to you, do not demand it back. 
Luk 6:31  Do to others as you would have them do to you. 
Luk 6:32  "If you love those who love you, what credit is that to you? Even 'sinners' love those who love them. 
Luk 6:33  And if you do good to those who are good to you, what credit is that to you? Even 'sinners' do that. 
Luk 6:34  And if you lend to those from whom you expect repayment, what credit is that to you? Even 'sinners' lend to 'sinners,' expecting to be repaid in full. 
Luk 6:35  But love your enemies, do good to them, and lend to them without expecting to get anything back. Then your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High, because he is kind to the ungrateful and wicked. 
Luk 6:36  Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful. 
Luk 6:37  "Do not judge, and you will not be judged. Do not condemn, and you will not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven. 
Luk 6:38  Give, and it will be given to you. A good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over, will be poured into your lap. For with the measure you use, it will be measured to you."

Lets recap here, 1st we learn that GOD expects us to love like He loved us! He sent Jesus to show us the perfect primary example. Your thoughts?

ACTION
Joh 13:34  "A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another.

Joh 15:13  Greater love has no one than this, that he lay down his life for his friends

Mat 24:12  Because of the increase of wickedness, the love of most will grow cold,

VICTORY (MUCH THANKS TO CMDR CHRIST FOR THIS)
Joh 3:16  "For God loved the world so much that He gave His one and only Son, so that everyone who believes in Him will not perish but have eternal life. 
Rom 5:8  But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.

Basically, Christ calls us to LOVE regardless of the situation youre in. He came & showed us the example to follow & directed us on how to love. Its not some Hollywood movie special type love where everything is always peachy  for us as Christians but thanks to the Lord our Commander, Christ we can love even in the hardship.
