This is a series based on what can be referred to as the TOP40, commands of Christ. Today we will broach the topic of GIVING
A: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (KEY VERSE)
1. Invite the poor to eat with you - Luke 14:12-14 
Luk 14:12  Then Jesus said to his host, "When you give a luncheon or dinner, do not invite your friends, your brothers or relatives, or your rich neighbors; if you do, they may invite you back and so you will be repaid. 
Luk 14:13  But when you give a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind, 
Luk 14:14  and you will be blessed. Although they cannot repay you, you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous." 
Luk 14:15  When one of those at the table with him heard this, he said to Jesus, "Blessed is the man who will eat at the feast in the kingdom of God."
2. Give to anyone who asks - Luke 6:30, Mark 6:37 
Luk 6:30  Give to everyone who asks you, and if anyone takes what belongs to you, do not demand it back.
Mar 6:37  But he answered, "You give them something to eat." They said to him, "That would take eight months of a man's wages ! Are we to go and spend that much on bread and give it to them to eat?"

What is the purpose for Jesus telling us to freely give to those of need?

B: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (SUPPORT REINFORCEMENT VERSES)
LOGISTICAL
Act 20:35  In everything I did, I showed you that by this kind of hard work we must help the weak, remembering the words the Lord Jesus himself said: 'It is more blessed to give than to receive." 

TRAINING
Rom 12:8  if it is encouraging, let him encourage; if it is contributing to the needs of others, let him give generously; if it is leadership, let him govern diligently; if it is showing mercy, let him do it cheerfully. 
Rom 13:7  Give everyone what you owe him: If you owe taxes, pay taxes; if revenue, then revenue; if respect, then respect; if honor, then honor.
1Cor 14:26  What then shall we say, brothers? When you come together, everyone has a hymn, or a word of instruction, a revelation, a tongue or an interpretation. All of these must be done for the strengthening of the church.
2Co 9:7  Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver
1Th 5:18  give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God's will for you in Christ Jesus.

Wow, GOD gave & continues to give to us. We ought be able to give gladly. The man, woman or family sitting in the hot sun in the Walmart parking lot seeking help as well as the guy or lady who ran out of gas on the roadside as well as the guy or lady walking in the bitter cold to work!
