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This is a series based on what can be referred to as the TOP40, commands of Christ. Today we will broach the topic of FORGIVENESS
A: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (KEY VERSE)
1. Forgive others - Mark 11:25-26, Matthew 6:12, Luke 6:37 
Mat 6:12  and forgive us our sins, as we have forgiven those who sin against us
The Lord commands us not only to ask for forgiveness for our own sins but to be sure to forgive before we do ask. Here is why:

Mat 6:14  "If you forgive those who sin against you, your heavenly Father will forgive you. 
Mat 6:15  But if you refuse to forgive others, your Father will not forgive your sins.
 If you are not forgiven you are probably not going to receive the reward He has for us all. So simply let it go. Another way of seeing it from the AMPLIFIED BIBLE; 

Mat 6:14  For if you forgive people their trespasses [their [g] reckless and willful sins, [h] leaving them, letting them go, and [i] giving up resentment], your heavenly Father will also forgive you.
 Mat 6:15  But if you do not forgive others their trespasses [their [j] reckless and willful sins, [k] leaving them, letting them go, and [l] giving up resentment], neither will your Father forgive you your trespasses

B: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (SUPPORT REINFORCEMENT VERSES)
TRAINING

Mar 11:25  But when you are praying, first forgive anyone you are holding a grudge against, so that your Father in heaven will forgive your sins, too. " 
Mar 11:26  [But if you refuse to forgive, your Father in heaven will not forgive your sins.] 
He says it again here

Luk 6:37  "Do not judge others, and you will not be judged. Do not condemn others, or it will all come back against you. Forgive others, and you will be forgiven.

Mat 18:21  Then Peter came to Him and asked, "Lord, how often should I forgive someone who sins against me? Seven times?" 
Mat 18:22  "No, not seven times," Jesus replied, "but seventy times seven! 
Christ commanded forgiveness to be constant & continuous,  not just a 1 time thing.

Col 3:13  Make allowance for each other's faults, and forgive anyone who offends you. Remember, the Lord forgave you, so you must forgive others.

Once again, forgiveness is an important attribute of Christianity & a Key to the Kingdom. Without us having it, we wont get it. Without us getting it, we wont see the Kingdom.
