THE BLAME IS ON ME
A: OPERATIONAL REINFORCEMENT (KEY VERSE)
1Cor 10:13  There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it. 
What does this mean to the Christian who is hit lightly with a tempting?
How about when we are hammered heavy with temptation?

B: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (SUPPORT REINFORCEMENT VERSES)
LOGISTICAL
Jam 1:12  Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him. 
How does knowing we are blessed to endure & defeat temptation when it arises?
TRAINING
Jam 1:13  Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted, with evil, neither  tempteth he any man: 
Jam 1:14  But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. 
Jam 1:15  Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. 

Wow, so we need to be careful about who we blame! Is it possible that since we are tempted by our own lusts that we are the ones to blame when we get caught up in temptation?
C: OPERATIONAL COMMAND (THE WWJD THEORY PUT INTO FACT)
OBJECTIVE
Mat 4:1  Then was Jesus led up in the spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil. 
Mat 4:2  And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward hungry. 
Mat 4:3  And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread. 
Mat 4:4  But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 
Mat 4:5  Then the devil taketh him up, into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, 
Mat 4:6  And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge,  concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up,  lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. 
Mat 4:7  Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God. 
Mat 4:8  Again, the devil taketh him up, into an exceeding high mountain, and showeth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; 
Mat 4:9  And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. 
Mat 4:10  Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. 
Mat 4:11  Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.

Lets recap here, 1st we learn that GOD does not tempt us nor is He able to be tempted! Then we find out God will actually help us out of temptation by providing an “ejector seat” or door to escape. Then we get to the real steak “Who tempts us”? We see that it is satan that devil who tempts us. The door to sin is opened but then GOD opens an escape hatch for us to evade the clutch of sin. Your thoughts?

D: OPERATIONAL INTEL (WHAT WE NEED TO WIN)

COMMUNICATION (PRAYER, THE RADIO COMM WHICH IS MOST IMPORTANT)
Mat 6:13  And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever, Amen. 
Run that Radio, prayer is essential in everything else, its just as essential to defeat the tempter!

TACTICAL  MISSION ISSUES
Mat 26:41  Watch and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.

VICTORY (MUCH THANKS TO CMDR CHRIST FOR THIS)
Rev 3:10  Because thou hast kept the word of my patience, I also will keep thee from the hour of temptation, which shall come upon all the world, to try them that dwell upon the earth.


Basically, Christ calls us to fight temptation. He says no temptation will be placed on us that we cant defeat. This means if when we are tempted, we fall in & go for the thing that pleases our flesh, it is our fault. We have no one to blame but ourselves, its our flesh that is weak. Its not even the devil’s fault, all he does is show us something we like. We have to step through that door ourselves! So we need to “Prayeth the smackdown” & “stay prayed up”.
