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This is a series based on the 10 commandments compared with the commands of Christ. Today we will broach the topic of IDOLATRY
A: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (KEY VERSE)
Mat 5:17  "Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not come to abolish them but to fulfill them.

 Today we will deal with the 2nd of the 10 commandments compared with the commands of Christ! 

B: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (SUPPORT REINFORCEMENT VERSES)
TRAINING

2nd Commandment
Exo 20:4  "You shall not make for yourself an idol in the form of anything in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the waters below. 
Exo 20:5  You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth generation of those who hate me, 
Exo 20:6  but showing love to a thousand generations of those who love me and keep my commandments. 
If It’s something  you love more than GOD it is considered idolatry. You might not want to do this!

Deu 4:23  Be careful not to forget the covenant of the LORD your God that he made with you; do not make for yourselves an idol in the form of anything the LORD your God has forbidden.

2nd Commandment reinforced
1Co 10:14  Therefore, my dear friends, flee from idolatry. 
Here is where Paul reinforces the commandment against idolatry!

Mat 6:24  "No one can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and Money.
Jesus said it again with this live example. Worship of money is a form of idolatry!

Col 3:5  Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to your earthly nature: sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which is idolatry
As Paul reinforces using all the teachings of Christ & ending with greed (usually tied to money)

Mat 5:18  I tell you the truth, until heaven and earth disappear, not the smallest letter, not the least stroke of a pen, will by any means disappear from the Law until everything is accomplished.

If we are under the law we are under sin. But being under Christ, we are free. This doesn’t mean we are not to follow the commandments, it means we are to expand on them as Christ does.
