HEAVENLY TREASURE
This is a series based on what can be referred to as the TOP40, commands of Christ. Today we will broach the topic of POSSESSIONS
A: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (KEY VERSE)
1. Don't store things that you're not using - Matthew 6:19 
Mat 6:19  "Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in and steal. 
Mat 6:20  But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moth and rust do not destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. 
Mat 6:21  For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also. 

 Christ tells us the real deal on this 1. He said exactly what happens in this day, we buy bunches of crap, some of it not even for everyday use & it sits. Then somebody finds use for it, sees or hears about it & comes to take it. The possession can hold us back from excelling to a greater state if it is taken or ruined. But if we give or sell what we don’t use it can get put to better use & makes us ready to go “home” anytime with nothing to load us down or hold us back. This seems to be where these commands are going. 

B: OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES (SUPPORT REINFORCEMENT VERSES)
TRAINING

Mat 19:21  Jesus answered, "If you want to be perfect, go, sell your possessions and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me."
He says it again here

1Ti 6:17  Command those who are rich in this present world not to be arrogant nor to put their hope in wealth, which is so uncertain, but to put their hope in God, who richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment. 
1Ti 6:18  Command them to do good, to be rich in good deeds, and to be generous and willing to share. 
1Ti 6:19  In this way they will lay up treasure for themselves as a firm foundation for the coming age, so that they may take hold of the life that is truly life. 
Paul re-affirms the message Christ gave in Matthew chapter 6 to Timothy

Gen 11:4  Then they said, "Come, let us build ourselves a city, with a tower that reaches to the heavens, so that we may make a name for ourselves and not be scattered over the face of the whole earth." 
This was the people building treasure on earth with an attempt to build the tower of Babel which failed.

We have to store up treasure in heaven where our actual home is. We can do this by sharing what we have with others. Selling what we don’t need & putting those funds to use for helping the poor or keeping the household squared away. This is 1 of the reason Christ urged us to live together!
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
